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Perhaps the biggest demographic shift that has
occurred in the last 10 years is the increased number
of minority, particularly Hispanic, children in the U.S.

The Census Bureau projects that by 2023, or even sooner, the U.S. will be
minority-majority (or minority White) among its under-18 year old population.
